Susie Ray was the CUMC delegate to the WNCUMC Annli&€onference held at Lake Junaluska, June 11-13, 20. These are Susie’s

notes:
Annual Conference has two basic parts: worshipiees and plenary (business) sessions. Bishop Gteippresided. He expressed the notion that heedisnnual
conference was all worship services for spiriteaawal, but that it was necessary to conduct bssinm&tters that affect all the churches in the alntenference.

From beginning to end, his message in several sesmas that it is time to rethink church for thé' 2&ntury. The new church needs to bmiasional church, not one in
which missions is @rogram in the church. We need to go outside the churdhke care of the needs in our local community el a&s those who need our help throughout
the world. (All conference offerings went to Haiiief).

In order to accomplish our goals, the annual camfee has allocated funds in the 2011 budget foctmzaand consultants to train ministers and chigatiers in what it
means to be the body of Christ in thé'2&ntury. The “power of three” goals are to foll@hrist, make disciples, and transform the world.

Annual Conference is also the occasion for sendiewg persons into ministry: from local pastors te drdaining of deacons and elders, to fixing apipoémts to the 1125
churches in the conference. It is also a timestmgnize the retiring members of the clergy, thagkhem for their years of service and a time toember the clergy and
spouses who have died since last year's meeting. ifitiividual prayers made for ordaining the clergljo committed themselves to lifelong service wageewlly
meaningful. Each candidate knelt, the bishop laidds on their shoulders, family/friends in the ande stood to add their support, and the bishogegréor each by name.

In the plenary sessions:

The Bishop reported on thetate of the churchin the WNC conference: 1) There was a 7% incréaggrofessions of faith in 2009; 2) More churches aonducting
confirmation classes; 3) more people transferremitime UMC than out of it. We sent 3267 missiomisaut (exceeding goal by 267), involving almosD08 people. Impact
Community sent 14,000 volunteers into communit@ess the conference on June 5, serving a halibmileople.

However, there have been declines in membership 6k church attendance (1%) even though populatidvorth Carolina is growing. Apportionment dwied, but is
coming back up this year. Four churches in thderence had to be closed (one in Jackson Countyy's&reek), due to the low number of congregants.

North Carolina Council of Churches. A report from George Reed, executive directorGeorge Reed reported on the activities of thetiNGarolina Council of Churches,
an ecumenical group celebrating 75 years. Theiligaa promote and model Christian Unity and talele people of faith to work together on mattergusfice, compassion
and peace. The NC Council of Churches has beeheranguard of taking positions on the social isgsheoughout its history, among them civil righights of women,
health and environmental problems. He thanked ¢inéecence for their support.

Upper Room celebrates 75 years of publishing. Jerry Haas filtenUpper Room staff told the group that the fadition was 100,000 and it has now grown to 2.Bioni
copies printed in 40 languages and distributedih dountries.

Lake Junaluska will celebrate its 108/ year in 2013and the planning has already begun, accordingmmy Carr, Executive Director. He presented Bisi@modpaster
with a limited edition of The Ante-Chamber of Heayéy Bill Lowery, a history of Lake Junaluska.

President of thé&nited Methodist Men, Richard Strachan reported on the activities af group this past year. He was especially pleas#dthe success of 2010 rally of
Methodist Men held at Lake Junaluska in April tmetluded Boy Scouts. He told of the support for th@per Room Prayer List, which receives 35,000sgadir month, the
Children’s Home, Scouting, second career pastatablarships (6-8 each year), and Impact Commuilityey have initiated a new program called LetteosnfiDad. Hank
Dozier, Charlotte, is new president.

United Methodist Women. Mildred Carter reported that seven new UMWSs westatgished in 2009. For th& 9ear, WNCC is the number one conference in thismant
mission giving: over 1 million dollars!

Conference Council on Youth Ministries.Philip Howard told of the beach trip to Oak Islahdt involved 1000 youth. Over 300 answered thig@aChrist. One project was
packing 40,000 meals for Stop Hunger Now.

Duke Endowment. Rev Robb Webb reported that Duke awarded more2b@rgrants to rural churches totaling more tha® iillion last year.

Board of Pensions and Health BenefitsMark Edwards reported that $6903 went into thesjmn fund for each member of clergy, for a totadtoof $6,200,000. He noted
that we needed more money to meet actuarial nee?i3lil -12, probably $1,500,000. Health plansaaeglable for active and retired clergy.

Petitions to the Conference.There were 32 petitions presented to the conferéycdelegates representing various churches. et approved as stated, but some were
tabled. They were much more controversial ancuhetl calling a halt to the war in Afghanistan, reireg Judicial Council Decision 1032 (condones dkof fellowship to
homosexuals), allowing clergy to marry at theircdision, reaffirming the church’s policy of inclosi, and disavowing heterosexism. Petitions 23 ahthat concern the
benefits to the clergy were referred to back toG@bencil of Finance and Administration.

Budget for 2011 presented by Council of Finance anddministration.

Various items in the budget were brought up foculsion by the lay members. The university schbipssfor Methodist schools were cut to zero. An adment that the
amount of $494, 971 allocated in 2009 be reducedwglly by 25% per year for the next three years offered. When it was revealed that only two sthoefeiffer and
Greensboro, had made an application for funds aftevere notified, it was determined that onlyshdwo schools would be affected by the amendnf@rglea was made by

a campus minister representing state schools fo tkextr funds intact, a line item of $487,000, #imase funds stayed intact.) The amendment passed.

The delegates also voted not to increase the salafithe district superintendents, which weredadised 2.8% each in 2011 budget. There was gi¢eaahat the funds for
the Children’s Home not be reduced. All amendméais to go back to the CF & A group for considematiln the final analysis, the delegation asked thea budget be
increased by $225,340 without increasing the bottoen

Task Force on Conference LocationFormed in 2008 the task force worked two yearsracdmmended that the annual conference move tenSpero in 2011, on a one-
year trial basis. The Task Force stated these rfeedise annual conference: gathering space fo023fegates, break-out rooms, parking for 2500, edoitity to feed 2500-
