Church Playground News
Exciting things are happening on the Cullowhee United Methodist Church Playground! Construction has begun on the new playground for
Cullowhee United Methodist Church and Cullowhee Kids Preschool. The fence was moved in mid-January to enlarge the playground and the
Nailbenders group removed the barriers and existing equipment to clear the way for the new Augusta Climber to be installed beginning on
January 30th (weather permitting!). The Augusta Climber is designed for use by children from 2-12 years of age and can accommodate up to 37
children playing at the same time. It is made of commercial-grade components and includes a lifetime warranty on structural components and 15
years on the decking. The children at Cullowhee Kids Preschool are bubbling with excitement over the beginning construction of their new
playground!

To date, the Playground Enrichment Project has raised approximately $22,500
towards the project goal through grant-writing, hosting a Cullowhee Kids
Reunion, and from general requests to church members and alumni of Cullowhee
: Kids. We were able to secure the purchase of the climber in 2011 at a
discounted price which was set to go up in 2012, thereby saving approximately
$4,000. Some of the expenses have turned out to be less than we had expected,
due to generous donations of supplies, and other expenses have come up that
were unanticipated. We also still have a few more grants to write to finish up the
project.
However in order to meet our overall project goal of $35,000, there is still a need
for approximately $7,000. If you are able to contribute to the completion of this
project (ahead of schedule!), we know that you will not be disappointed and will
be able to see for yourself daily the impact your donation will have on the lives of
children in our community. Thank you so much for your continued support of our
