The current Conference guidelines
recommend the disposal of furniture for rooms
that we are not required to furnish for the
parsonage family. A few pieces will be kept. Our
Board of Trustees, with the recommendation of
our Parsonage Committee, has adopted these
guidelines. In this respect, the parsonage furitu
not required will be sold during the second week
in January in a sealed bid auction. An appraiser
will suggest a minimum bid by piece.

The pieces of furniture will be displayed and
open for bids January 5-11 in the Wesley
Foundation Fellowship Hall. Sealed bids must be
submitted to the church office b$2:30 p.m.,
Sunday January 11. Winners will be notified
immediately following the closing of the bids.
Furniture will need to be paid for and removed by
Monday, January 12, 8:00 p.m. All pieces of
furniture were made by the Carter family of Sylva
specifically for the parsonage in the 1960s. The
pieces are cherry and mahogany and consist of
end tables, coffee tables, dressers, headboard and
frame and 2 drop leaf tables. A more detailed list
is being developed. All proceeds will go back
into the CUMC budget line for the parsonage.
